* A new quality evaluation laboratory has been set up at ICRI Myladumpara to test the
presence of pesticides in cardamom.

e It is to detect the residues of pesticides in dried cardamom with advanced equipment
installed in this laboratory.

e Quantification of pesticides belonging to organophosphorus and organochlorine
categories are done scientifically at subsidised cost.

e Farmers who are interested to carry out pesticide residue testing should bring 150 g of
dry cardamom to ICRI and fill the prescribed data form. Analytical charges need to be

paid in advance.

o The test result will be available to the farmer within ten days. The result will be sent to
the given email provided by the farmer or by hand.

e Farmers will be able to understand the level of pesticides present in their cardamom
samples and to know whether the sample meets the standards of importing countries like
Saudi Arabia, Japan and European Union. However, this report cannot be used as a

document required for export.

The remaining cardamom sample after pesticide residue test will be kept in the lab for
one month for further query.

pesticide residue content in cardamom samples among growers as a part of pesticide
surveillance programme.

e Among seven groups of pesticides, charges will be levied according to the number of pesticides

analysed deducting the charges for compounds in the groups not analysed due to tecl.mical
reasons. Charges for group of compounds are fixed based on number of compounds in the list
Analytical charges fixed with effect from 1* December 2023.

GST /Service Tax @ 18% (or as applicable) will be charged extra as per Government norms.
Individual pesticides charges will be Rs.900/- + GST /Service Tax @ 18% and the sample
minimum quantity requirement is 200 g.

e The sample receiving for analysis is scheduled from Monday to Friday (9.00 am to 4pm)

The payment should be done on the same day of sample received.
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
